Running MS Tools and FSTAT on the BioSci 302 computers – 9/26/08

1. Go to the WyoWeb course site Genetic Markers/Practica/Practicum 3 Tools & FStat

2. Download BuOwBase.xls file

3. Save the file as “any name you like.xls”  

4. Open the Excel file you have just “Saved As…”
5. How to get Microsatellite Toolkit to open in the new “improved” Excel
a) Hit the “Ribbon” (the button in the upper left of the workbook)
b) At the bottom of the Ribbon’s window is a rectangular button called “Excel Options”.  Click that
c) On the left, most of the way down is a Menu choice (rectangular bar) called “Add-ins”. Click that
d) In the big window of a list of many possible add-ins, scroll down until you see “Microsatellite Tools” 
e) Select that line and click “Go” at the bottom of the white part of the window
f) That will bring up a window where you can click a check into the list of available add-ins
g) Now, Excel’s main menu will have a new Menu item at the far right called “Add-ins” Hit the “Add-ins” tab and then in the upper left, click/select “Microsatellites” that will give you various choices.  Click “Microsatellite Toolkit” to run the add-in for your BuOwBase.xls input file.  It will bring up a dialog box.  Proceed to Step 6 (next line in this guide sheet).  
6.  In dialog box, select input format 2 column diploid.  Click OK!’ 


Whenever it says there’s a Large gap, click OK (three times, I think).

     Click OK! For populations and loci included.

7.  Choose format options FSTAT, etc.  Run (click GO!)
8.  Look at the various worksheets added by Tools to the workbook.

9.  Open the FSTAT worksheet. 
10.  Tools pull down menu

“Save sheet as textfile”


Opens dialog window for where to save the sheet as a textfile—

11. For File name:  type in:  BuOwFSTATin.dat  (or whatever name you prefer). Click “Save”
12. Close BuOwBase.xls file---DON’T SAVE CHANGES 

13. Find BuOwFSTATin.dat wherever you saved it
It should be a .dat file. To make sure Windows sees file names as we expect go to “My Computer > “Tools” menu > “Folder options” submenu > “View” tab > and uncheck the “Hide file extensions” box (you may have to scroll down to find it)
14. Open FStat – (double click red butterfly in the BioSci programs folder)

15. Pull down File menu

Open

“Look in” :   highlight BuOwFSTATin.dat file and click OK
16. Choose options for FSTAT program

17. Click Run button

18. Exit FSTAT program when it says it’s finished

19. Open Folder “BuOw Files”; see “BuOwFSTATin.out
20. Click on it and it should open in Excel (if not, use “open with” Excel)

21. Voila!!  Results
