= International Students who are enrolled in less than 9 credit hours (for fall/spring) and plan to
graduate within the next 2 semesters (Master’s) or the next 3 semesters (Doctoral)

= Domestic Students who are enrolled in less than 4.5 credit hours (for fall/spring) and plan to
graduate within the next 2 semesters (Master’s) or the next 3 semesters (Doctoral)

= You must have an Anticipated Graduation Date form on file with the Registrar

=  You must have a Program of Study on file with the Registrar

= You must be currently registered in at least 1 graduate credit hour (enrichment and continuous
registration does not count)

=  For PhD’s the Preliminary Examination must have been passed within 4 years of the declared
graduation date

=  For Master’s, 90% of your coursework should be completed
