Install Putty and Xming on your PC:

To launch X-windows on your PC :

Putty ( launch:

(1) At the main Session page, type in the cluster address: h2ocmst.gg.uwyo.edu  
(2) In the left hand side panel, open SSH, select x11. In the right hand side panel put a check mark in front of “Enable x11 forwarding”. Put your PC name in, e.g., waterfall.gg.uwyo.edu  (open up your Control Panel, Look under Systems, and it will have your computer name) or localhost:0
(3) Go back to the main Session page, select “Default settings” press “Save”.  Then, load the “Default Settings”, and Open.

(4) Put in your username and password.

(5) Under the command line, type, e.g., gedit, gmv, totalview, etc.  These programs have already been installed on the H2oC cluster, and now their GUI can be directly opened up from your PC. 

By using both Xming and Putty, in effect, you are using software from the Unix cluster with GUI ;  To use software from the Unix cluster without GUI (e.g., vi), you only need to launch Putty with its basic setup.
Note that if your PC is in the lab (within the UW system), the above method will be fine.

If your PC is outside the UW system (e.g., laptop at home or while you travel), you need to launch VPN first (Juniper Network), before launching Xming and Putty. See instruction about how to activate VPN:
