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As stipulated in Wyoming legislative session law, UW is to report annually on the amount of
expenditures and sources of revenue for maintaining and operating the Berry Biodiversity
Conservation Center and the Energy Innovation Center located on the university’s campus. The

reporting period must be the most recently completed fiscal year, which in this instance, is
FY2014.

UW incurred the following operational and maintenance expenses for the Berry Biodiversity

These expenses were charged to the Physical Plant line item of the Section 1 budget.

Specific funding streams for this line item include state general funds, grants and federal mineral
royalties.
