Mon Dec 19: All day game drives at Masai Mara, Breakfast, Lunch and Dinner at Masai Mara
Tues Dec 20: One last morning game drive at Masai Mara, Travel Back to Nairobi, Masai Market in Westland, Village Market (depending on arrival time), Departure back to USA on Dec 20-21.  Remember we have to drive from Masai Mara (leaving around noon) to Nairobi (6 hours) so flights on the 20th should be booked for late evening or anytime on the 21st. 
Wed Dec 21: If you are flying out a day later than early departures, your stay will be extended at Eshel Gardens and you will have a last chance to visit the Masai Markets in the morning, with plenty of time to make your flight. Your arrival in the U.S. will be on Thursday December 22nd  Friday December 23rd for late departures.
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The entire cost of this trip is estimated at under $3,500.00, including airfare, game safaris, tuition (in-state), souvenirs, room & board and travel in Kenya.  Specific itemized costs will be provided to students who attend the organizational meetings. A valid passport and immunization records are required.
