Audition notice for 29

a song cycle
music and lyrics by Gaby Alter
book and additional lyrics by Tommy Newman

Because of the pandemic, this production will be adhering to the strictest safety guidelines. 29 will be rehearsed and shot for film, and will not be released until early 2021.

About 29:
This is a song cycle, wherein each song or scene is its own self-contained dramatic piece. We are casting approximately 12 actors and 16-18 dancers to fill a variety of roles; each performer will play multiple parts. The script and demos of the score are available in a dropbox folder; the link is included at the end of this notice.
The process of the production will be approximately this: 
· Rehearsals begin in early September and continue through October.
· A tech period from approximately November 2-9
· A filming period from approximately November 10-15
· A post-production period from approximately November 15 - January 15
· A limited release of “29” early in 2021

Since singing has been deemed to be a super-spreader of COVID-19, actor rehearsals will happen entirely remotely (through Zoom) and will largely be 1-on-1. During tech and filming, each actor will perform in isolation and will be required to assist in the management of some of the camera / audio equipment assigned to them.

Dance rehearsals may be a mix of online and in-person depending upon university decisions. Stay tuned for more information. 

29 contains explicit language, singing (actors only), and dancing (actors and dancers). 

Auditions for Actors:
· We will require approximately 12 actors to play approximately 30 roles. All roles are open to any ethnicity; some roles are gender-fluid or gender-neutral. 
· The casting is flexible and will depend entirely on your audition; academics must be in good standing. 
· Rehearsals will happen in the evenings and on weekends whenever possible, and will all take place over zoom or another remote-connection medium. 
· Please familiarize yourself with the script and songs as much as possible. Then submit a video audition which includes:
· Introduction
· Contemporary monologue
· Contemporary song. 
· All audition videos must be submitted by 10:00 pm on Friday, August 28. Please upload your video(s) and send links to Jacob Sullivan (Stage Manager) at jsulli20@uwyo.edu The subject of your email to Jake should be ‘29 Audition’.
· ACTORS MUST ALSO COMPLETE THE DANCE AUDITION.

Info for Dancers: 
· We will require approximately 16-18 dancers to play multiple roles. 8 featured dancer roles will also be a part of the dance ensemble. All roles are open to any ethnicity. Exact pieces each dancer is involved in will be posted with the rehearsal schedule. All dance rehearsals will be in-person. In addition to the dance ensemble, dance casting will include 4 female soloists, 1 male soloist, and a trio. 
· Dancers should plan to rehearse Sundays (3:00-6:00pm) and Monday-Friday evenings (5:00-9:00 pm) based on cast availability. 
· Not all cast members will be called for every rehearsal, so please pay close attention to your call schedule. 
· There will be no dance rehearsals on Saturdays until tech.

Auditions for Dancers: 
· Learn 2 short pieces of choreography (“‘21” and “February”) from a video recording. Link below. 
· Submit a video audition including both pieces of choreography by 10:00 pm on Friday, August 28. 
· Your video can be uploaded to youtube, vimeo, dropbox, google drive, onedrive, etc., but it should be shared to Jake Sullivan (jsulli20@uwyo.edu). 
· The subject of your email to Jake should be “29 Dancer Audition.”
· Dancers should complete an audition sheet and submit to Jake with the link to their video submission. 
· Video submissions will be viewed by the director, choreographer, and stage manager. 
· There will be no dancer callbacks.

· Cast list will be posted by September 1.
· Dance rehearsals will begin Wednesday, September 2. 
· Full company virtual meeting Friday, September 4.
· Music rehearsals will begin Saturday, September 5.
