Dr. Carlson announced that beginning 1 April he would

commence departmental budget hearings, which would run for about

five weeks. A schedule of these meetings will be sent to each Trustee.

'TRANSPORTATION OF
NURSING STUDE! TS
TO CHEYENNE

Dr. Carlson stated that at the

pres ent time junior and senior

students in the School of Nursing,

as part of the requirements for the. degree Bachelor of Science in

Nursing, gain clinical experience in the hospitals J nursing homes

and public health facilities in Cheyenne. He noted that students are

presently traveling to and from Cheyenne by private auto.mobiles at

their own expense. He indicated the University. proposes to examine

the cost of acquiring a bus for the purpose of transporting Nursing

students to and from Cheyenne at an established fare of approxi-

mately $2.00 for each passenger to cover operating costs. Mr.

Hines stated he did not favor buying a bus and that instead he felt the

administration should consider arranging a contract with either the
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Greyhound or Continental bllS companies. Dr. Schrader asked if

students would be required to ride the bus.' Dr. Carlson replied

that, although it would not be mandatory for the students to ride the

bus, he felt that because of their concern regarding insurance the

students would ride a bus if it were provided.

It was moved by Mr. Hines, seconded by Mr. McBride, and

carried that, as a pilot program, the administration be authorized

to contract with a bus con1pany to transport Nursing students to and

froIn Cheyenne with the understanding that the Nursing students would

be charged $2.00 a trip and that the University would pay the difference

between the student assessment and the contract cost from funds made

available out of the Trustees' Reserve.

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ENERGY AND CONSERVATION PROGRAM
Knight Hall Conference Room

21 March 1974

The program on the University Energy and Conservation

Program com.menced at 11:00 a.m. in the Knight Hall Conference

Room. In addition to the Trustees, those present for the program

included: Elliott .G. Hays, Vice President for Finance; Hugh B.

Chairman of the Faculty Senate. Thos e persons participating in the

presentation of the program were: Smith Holt, Director of the Energy

and Conservation Prograln, and Professor of Chemistry; Phillip M.

Fowler, Head, Department of Geography; Robert S. Houston, Head,

Department of Geology; James W. Jennings, Associate Professor of

Mineral Engineering; Morton May, Professor of Plant Science; )scar H.

Paris, Head, Department of Zoology and Physiology; and Donald L.

Stinson, Head, Department of Mineral Engineering.

Dr. Holt, by the use of slides of Inaps, proceeded to show

where in Wyoming are located the largest sources of energy, including

active uranium mines and coal fields, as well as the value of Wyoming

oil and gas production. Dr. Holt also spoke on the economic impact
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and noLed that landscape planning will be necessary. He pointed

out that the University should serve as an information source and

consulting center--"Will you come to us, or may we come Lo you? II

Dr. Holt then introduced the first speaker on the program,

Dr. Robert H. Houston, who spoke on water resources in the State.

After Dr. Houston's presentation, the meeting was recessed at

12:00 noon for lunch.

The program resumed at 1:45 p. m. with the same persons

in attendance except for Vice President Hays, who did not return.

Governor Hathaway and Mr. Pence were also in attendance for the

afternoon portion of the progratn. Peter Maxfield, Associate

Professor of Law, and Clynn Phillips, Associate Director of the

Water Resources Research Institute, joined the tneeting later.

The program proceeded with the following persons and their topics

as cited: Oscar H. Paris, Black Thunder Project, an ecological

study of the Powder River Basin, fu·nded by Arco; Robert J. McColloch,

the Eisenhower Consortiutn; Donald L. Stinson and James W. Jennings,

hydrogenation of coal; Phillip M. Fowler, the social sciences situations;

Peter Maxfield, legal aspects; Morton May, land reclamation; Clynn

Phillips, the role of the WRRI in energy and conservation.

In closing the program, Dr. Holt noted there will be a definite

change in Wyotning, both econotnically and environtnentally. Dr.

Carlson stated that the Energy and Conservation Progratn, in addition

to requiring extensive funding from both governmental and private

sources, will necessitate a strong cooperative effort by all concerned.
