Wyoming GeolLibrary Update

Wyoming GeolLibrans an internet site that provides the ability to
efficiently browse and access geospatial data from multiple
sources. Users can compare data from different sources by re-
viewing the accompanying metadata, and download suitable data.
Users, who have accessed data through the Wyoming Natural Re-
sources Data Clearinghouse, will now use thAfyoming GeoLibrary
to search and access Wyoming geospatial data.

The longterm goal of theWyoming GeolLibrarys to create a data
clearinghouse supported by a statewide network of Wyoming geo-
spatial data producers. Data producers will have the ability to pub-
lish and maintain their own metadata documents within th&Vyo-
ming GeoLibrarywhich offers data providers a method to dissemi-
nate their data with minimal hardware, software, and human re-
sources while at the same time giving them full control of their
contents within the GeolLibrary. This network is currently in the
works and new data provider partners include the State Engineers
Office, the Wyoming State Geological Survey, the Wyoming Depart-
ment of Tourism, and the Wyoming BLM Buffalo Field Office,
among others. Once the network is fully in place, it is anticipated
that the Wyoming GeoLibrarwill be an important asset to all par-
ties interested in Wyoming geospatial data as it will provide the
most current and accurate data for locations throughout the state.
