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Hedge bindweed (Calystegia sepium var.
angulata) is a weedy vine in the morning glory family
(Convolvulaceae) that can be recognized by its large,
funnel-like white to pink flowers, large ovate bracts, and
arrowhead-shaped leaves. This species is considered an
introduced weed in eastern North America, but is
probably native in the western United States. It is
closely related to field bindweed (Convolvulus arvensis),
a non-native agricultural pest with smaller flowers and
linear bracts. Calystegia sepium occurs in disturbed
areas of northern and eastern Wyoming. Illustration
from Gustav Hegi’s Illustrierte Flora von Mitteleuropa.
