ADDENDUM #2 to Senate Resolution #1875

University of Wyoming Calendar Principles

Pursuant to our agreement that we would submit a recommended set of principles
for the 1998-99 and subsequent calendars the proposed set of principles is listed below.
We are submitting the 1996-2000 calendars in accordance with these principles. The
attached set of calendars illustrate the application of these principles through Spring 2000,

There shall be a minimum of 70 instructional days each semester.

There shall be a minimum of 15 instructional weeks for classes, with a
minimum of 14 days for each day of the week, if possible.

The fall semester shall be completed by no later than December 20 each year.
Spring break shall be scheduled the first full week in March each year.
Commencement shall be the second Saturdéy in May each year.

It is desirable for the Spring semester to begin the Tuesday after Martin Luther
King Day, with general registration on Tuesday and the first day of classes on

Wednesday. When Martin Luther King Day falls too late in January, the
semester shall begin the week before Martin Luther King Day, with classes

“beginning on Monday.

The university calendar shall be the calendar followed for university outreach
programs, including UW/CC. Current practices of following community
college calendars result in UW faculty and some UW students having no spring
break.

The university and the Wyoming community colleges should cooperate toward
the long-term goal of establishing a common calendar for post-secondary
education in Wyoming.
