Throughout the 2022-23 academic year, the University of Wyoming Graduate Council (GC) completed the
following tasks as aligned with the functions and powers delegated to the Graduate Council by virtue of UW
Regulation 2-302 outlined below:

Functions: “I'he Council shall recommend the broad policies concerning the overall University function in graduate education
and the University requirements for graduate degrees. 1t shall advise the Faculty Senate on any proposed changes in UW
Regulations which would affect graduate programs.”

Powers: “I'he Council shall advise on the formulation and review of regulations concerned with graduate education. It shall
review proposals and mafke recommendations to the Provost and the Provost and 1 ice President for Academic Affairs concerning
new graduate programs, substantive changes in existing graduate programs, implementation of changes in graduate programs
recommended through program reviews, and deletion of graduate programs.”

The following academic program proposals were reviewed and approved:

e Name change from Program in Ecology to Program in Ecology and Evolution (approved 28 September
2022)

e Feasibility study for the Quick-Start (4+1) BS/MS in Nutrition and Dietetics (approved 16 March 2023)
e  Feasibility study for the MEng in Energy and Petroleum Engineering (approved 1 April 2023)
