Requirements and Scheduling
· All scholarship students in the performance area should audition for both plays and are STRONGLY encouraged to audition for the ballet:  A Midsummer Night’s Dream. There are actor/dancer roles available. Students can be in the ballet in addition to the plays.
· Students can be in both She Kills Monsters: Virtual Realms and as As You Like It. The rehearsal schedules do not overlap.  
· The three directors will confer on casting to minimize scheduling conflicts.
· Please contact directors/choreographers with questions about individual productions.

What to Prepare for the combined audition: She Kills Monsters and As You Like It 

Actors will submit one video package for both shows.
· Deadline: Sunday, Oct. 25, 12:00 pm (Noon). 
      Auditions videos may be submitted at any time before the deadline.

    Content of the audition package:
1. TWO monologues: 90 seconds each, three minutes total. 
2. One Shakespearean monologue (dramatic or comedic). 
3. One contemporary monologue (serio-comic, comedic or dramatic).
Students may use videos from class assignments if appropriate,

	All rehearsal and performance modalities will be dependent on evolving public health guidelines. The information in this notice represents our current plans and projections.

Performance Mode   
The performance will be recorded and presented as a simulated livestream. We may utilize remote recording, but the current plans allow for filming in the BCPA, including the possibility of masked, socially distanced work. Students will have the opportunity to communicate their needs, preferences and availability during the audition process. Students who can only work remotely may audition.
 
Rehearsal Format
Many rehearsals will be limited to single actors or small groups; not all actors will be required at every rehearsal. We may utilize both virtual and in-person rehearsal meetings (unless you are a remote-only member). Rehearsals will begin in November 2020.

	Performance Mode – Yet to be determined, but most likely some combination of recorded, live to stream, and streaming. 
· There will, most likely, be an opportunity for students to perform completely remotely. Depending on the final format, however, this might limit which roles you will be eligible for.  
· All plans and format decisions are contingent on public health and/or University policies and may change several times. 
· The production will run from the last weekend of April through the first weekend of May.

Rehearsal Format – Rehearsal format will vary according to the needs of performers but will be contingent on the current status of public health orders and/or university policies. Most likely, rehearsals will include some in-person (socially distanced) work and some distance/Zoom time. 

Rehearsal Forecast – Rehearsals will begin with extensive tablework and exploration time and will start in Spring 2021, after She Kills Monsters closes. 
Specific days/times TBD after casting based on student schedules, but you should plan on 5-6 days of rehearsal per week. 

Casting – Please anticipate that some performers will play dual or combined characters. Please also plan for gender flipping in some characters.
