Dr. Humphrey told tbe Trustees that Hr. Coe had approved the first

proposal a..d that he was giving serious consideration to the o~her two

proposals.

Asked about Hr. Coe' s plans for contributing toward a building for

the University of Wyoming, Dr. Humphrey stated tbat Mr. Coe had indicated

his intention of contributing an American Studies section for the new

Lihrary building, provided the Wyoming Legislature made provision for

construction of the Library. Dr. Humphrey added that he believed J.jr.

Coe \lould probably contribute $750,000 tOllard such a project.

There was a brief discussion of the series of meetings \lith legis-

lators and alunni which were arranged for by the various Trustees and

at which President Humphrey presented the University's program and needs

for the 1955-57 biennium. It was the consensus of the Board that the

meetings Il"..re very valuable from a public relations standpoint, and that

similar meetings should be held prior to each Legislative session.
