As proposed, the major broadcasting facility would be

located in the Casper area with auxiliary facilities in the Laramie area,

and would provide for a completely independent governing organization

which would have no relationship to the University. No Board action

was requested or taken, but Dr. Carlson stated that he felt the Board

should support the concept of ETV for the State but not two broadcast-

ing centers.

Legislation concerning Nursing Programs. Geraud pointed

out that present statutes concerning the University of Wyoming1s

entering into agreements with other institutions such as Casper and

Sheridan Colleges for provision of a three-year nursing prog;ram were

no longer relevant to present programs and he asked that the Board

authorize preparation of a Bill to repeal the statutes on this subject

that were no longer applicable to the programs offered. It was moved,

seconded, and carried that this authority be granted.
