4) The Director of Athletics and the Director of Communications
Services, shall deSignate on a rotating basis one network as the
primary broadcasting unit for each away from home event. Where
facilities do not permit the acconunodation of all networks, the primary
unit shall be responsible for the broadcast and shall, where possible,
make arrangements to share the broadcast with other networks on a
mutually agreeable basis. When charges are assessed by the home
school for more than one broadcast privilege, such costs shall be borne
by the de.signated secondary units for that event.

5) When possible, transportation shall be made available with the
team on a proportionate cost basis for the announcer from each network
and for the staff when possible. If transportation cannot be made
available to all, none shall be accornrnodated.
