President Jennings reported that in

1980, capital requests for the current biennium were presented in priority

order. Those projects funded during the last session have been taken off

the list and the remaining projects have been moved up, still in priority

order, with the addition of a hazardous wastes holding facility and air

handling system for the computer. Estimated costs have been adjusted for

inflation.

Further, he noted that this year we were given authorization to lssue

$16.8 million in University of Wyoming bonds to finance construction of a

major addition to the College of Engineering building. Our plan was to

issue the bonds and immediately proceed with construction of the badly

needed addition. However, \~e have been stalemated by litigation involving

other state bonds. Although that litigation does not directly involve the

University, bond attorneys have been reluctant to write an opinion allowing

us to issue our bonds until the state bond case had been heard in court.

During the interim, inflation has pushed the estimated cost of the addition

to $18.5 million.

It is estimated that our bonding capacity has increased, but until

the legal questions have been resolved and further legislative authorization

received for the increased cost, we could not proceed with construction.

The College of Engineering addition is badly needed now and the construction

delays are impacting our academic programs. Therefore, the College of

Engineering addition remains at the top of our priority list of projects

for state funding.
