Graduate Assistantships and Fellowships – Spring 2020 – Archived information

UW is committed to maintaining funding for currently funded graduate students for the remainder of the Spring 2020 semester.  For graduate fellowship recipients, your funding will continue as planned.  Graduate assistants will continue to be paid their stipends and receive their tuition, fee and insurance (if selected) benefits.  Furthermore, graduate assistants are expected to continue with their duties albeit under different circumstances: 
· Graduate Research Assistants are expected to continue to conduct research as specified by their faculty supervisors. However, in only but exceptional circumstances where in-person presence is necessitated, graduate research assistants should conduct their work remotely.  This may require a shift in duties to report writing, manuscript preparation, etc. 
· Graduate Teaching Assistants are expected to continue their teaching and teaching-support responsibilities. GTAs teaching their own classes need to work with their departments to move the class instruction online by March 30th and will then need to continue teaching their classes online. GTAs assigned lab or discussion sections are expected to work with their course supervisors to move lab/discussion section teaching completely online by March 30th.  GTAs with instructional support duties are expected to assist the supervising instructor in the transition to online delivery.  GTAs are crucial to the success of UW’s rapid online transition in response to the Covid-19 pandemic.
· Graduate Administrative Assistants are expected to continue their administrative duties. However, wherever possible Graduate Administrative Assistants should work remotely.
